February 26 – Daniel 9:1-14 

Daniel has been in captivity for sixty-nine years. God had promised seventy years of captivity. In 

recognizing whom God was, Daniel wanted to make himself available to help in the promised 

restoration. He chose to seek an answer by prayer and supplication with fasting and sackcloth 

and ashes.  
 

Before even asking what he could do, he acknowledged that God was great and awesome and 

that God kept the promised covenant of steadfast love with those who obeyed God. Daniel 

confessed the sinfulness that had gotten them to this punishment of captivity. He stated that God 

was righteous and that they need to ashamed for their behavior. 
 

I cannot help but think of our country‟s present state. There are so many voices of criticism 

toward others. One politician was interviewed on a morning show not long ago. He squirmed in 

his seat and blamed someone else when asked some hard questions. Where is the accountability? 

No, it is not one person‟s fault as it has taken us years to get here.  
 

Daniel put it out there that they had disobeyed God and the shame was on them. He was putting 

himself before God as a willing servant. Daniel was asking what his responsibility would be in 

the restoration. He was looking to God for guidance. 
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Whom are we putting our trust in today? After sixty-nine years of captivity, Daniel still had hope 

in God. I am not sure most of us can begin to fathom what their captivity was like and I don‟t 

believe many of us have experienced anything like it. 

 

Obedience is seeking God for guidance and direction. It is not obedient to put all of our hope in a 

human being. What responsibility do we take for our country‟s state of affairs? Have we asked 

God what our responsibility is in its recovery? Daniel gave us a model how to seek God. 

 

Awesome and merciful God, it seems your people, us, continue to be disobedient. We seek you 

today humbly acknowledging our sinfulness. Show us our sinfulness. Lord, we desire to be 

obedient. Please show us what our responsibility is in our country’s recovery.

February 27 – Daniel 9:15-25a 
 

As I read and reread my chosen passage hoping for inspiration, and the deadline drew near, and

February 28 - Psalm 32 
 

Psalm 32, written by David after his affair with Bathsheba, gives us instructions on how to leave 

the darkness of sin, and through repentance, comes into the light of a joyful reunion with the 

Lord. The psalmist begins by explaining how evils are to be dealt with during our justification 

with God. Our transgressions are forgiven through the Christ and therefore God does not impute 

or track our sins. We are given a “clean slate” through Christ‟s sacrifice that covers our sins.  

Yet we are reminded that we are to approach God humbly and honestly in our repentance.  

We must not be deceitful and abuse the precious gift of “free grace” by holding back on turning 

from our sinful ways.  
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The psalmist reflects on the period without repentance and God‟s grace.  Our spirit “wastes 

away” as our conscience relentlessly saps our strength both day and night. This is arid isolated 

desert of the mind torments of our soul. Yet God does not want us in this tormented state, 

especially to wither and die. He admonishes us not to let our anger or pride stand in the way 

(“like an unbridled mule or horse”), in seeking forgiveness...  Yet His mercy is freely given to all 

who seek mercy from the Lord. Only when we lay our sins and guilt upon Christ will we receive 

peace. 

 

God heals the troubled mind through his Holy Spirit. He calls us to be faithful and pray so that 

we will not be overwhelmed by the troubled waters which flood into all lives. David‟s words on 

repentance resonate with promise and love. “Though the proud and impenitent will be tormented, 

those that repent and trust in the Lord will be surrounded by His Love.” So let us shout for joy 

this message of Love and forgiveness.mChrist has suffered and died so that we might rise and 

live!

March 1, First Sunday in Lent – Mark 1: 9-15 
 

 
 

In any Bible study of Mark I usually comment, “If Mark were alive today, he would probably 

work for a newspaper.” Not only does he embody the Joe Friday “Just the facts Ma‟am” 

approach to the Gospel stories; but also condensing the story. Just the facts: this passage, 

appearing in chapter 1, does not appear until the end of chapter 3 in both Matthew and Luke. 

Further what Mark tells in one or two verses takes usually two to four times as much print in the 

other Gospels. It is clear he was not getting paid by the word.  

 

What I want to do in this meditation is bracket three separate stories with two quotes that speak 

to me of the mystery and ministry of Jesus and his earthly mission. The quotes are from verse 11, 

“You are my Son, whom I love; with you I am well pleased.” And from verse 15, “The time has 

come‟ he said. “The kingdom of God is near. Repent and believe the good news.”  

 

The first quote establishes who Jesus is. I cannot imagine what it must have been like to have 

Jesus walk out of the Jordan after his baptism and hearing this disembodied voice declaring that 

this is my Son. Since John was something of a local attraction there had to be other people 

present, I wonder what was going through their minds. And then later, when Jesus declares, “The 

kingdom of God is near.” People must have been beside themselves with excitement. 
 

And what better ideas to entertain for the season of Lent: the Son of God is here among us and 

the Kingdom of God is near. Imagine what our lives and the world would be like if we would  

begin each day with these two thoughts in our mind. How would your life be different if you  

truly believed, “The Kingdom of God is near?” Pray on this and know that something wonderful 

is about to happen.

March 3 – Job 5: 8-27 

 

A few weeks ago I was listening to a group from the early 1970‟s, Seatrain and a particular track 

on their first album The Story of Job. The book of Job is not short, so with the obligatory drum 

solo, the song runs for about 15 minutes. And it is a faithful retelling of the trials and travails of 

„Job, a righteous man.‟  In chapter 4 we meet Job‟s friend Eliphaz the Temanite, one of a triad of 

friends come to console Job in his grief at the deaths of his children and loss of wealth. 

 

If ever it could be said, “With friends like these, who needs enemies?” all three of Job‟s friends 

made the same mistake of assuming that Job had committed some great sin and caused his own 

suffering. Neither they nor Job knew about Satan‟s conversation with God. It is a sad fact of 

human nature that we want to blame people for their own troubles, or find someone else to 

blame. Rabbi Kushner addressed this problem in his best selling book, When Bad Things 

Happen to Good People.  

 

Eliphaz correctly says to Job, “Blessed is the man whom God corrects” and then he continues 

from verses 17 to the end of the chapter to talk about the benefits of accepting God‟s correction. 

But who among us wants to hear this when we are in pain. This is the power of women that they 

will sit with someone in pain and just let them get it out of their system; men all too often want 

to first explain how the person got into their predicament then to fix the problem. While some 

problems need to be fixed and can be fixed; some problems that are beyond our ability to fix just 

need a sympathetic ear.  

 

I remember a professor in a counseling course saying that the first and most important thing that 

we can do to promote healing is simply give the person permission to speak and not say  

 

 

anything. It is often in our silence during someone‟s pain that we most loudly proclaim the good 

news of Christ‟s love for his Father‟s creation.

March 17 – 2 Chronicles 29: 1-11, 16-19 

 “They abandoned the Lord and his Temple; they turned their backs on him.  They also shut the 

doors to the Temple’s foyer, and they snuffed out the lamps.” 

The book of Chronicles highlights the leadership of Judah‟s kings. All through the book of 

Chronicles the leaders were described as either doing what was pleasing in God‟s sight or doing 

what was evil. The writer of this book recorded their achievements and failures, noting how each 

king measured up to God‟s standard of success. In God‟s sight, the government and their 

devotion to God were meant to be a package deal. No separation of church and state here. The 

health of the nation was dependent on their devotion to God. The new King, Hezekiah, was 

described as doing what was pleasing in the Lord‟s sight, just as his ancestor David had done.    

The first order of business for Hezekiah was to reopen the Temple that had been closed shut by 

the previous king. 

This was the temple that was the symbol of God‟s presence and the place set aside for worship 

and prayer.  The temple was the spiritual center of the nation.  The king before Hezekiah, King 

Ahaz, was so unfaithful to God that he eventually shut the doors to the Lord‟s temple so that no 

one could worship there and then set up altars to pagan gods in every corner of Jerusalem.  Note, 

they did not abandon worship, they just chose to worship other gods elsewhere.  King Hezekiah 

described them this way. “Our ancestors were unfaithful and did what was evil in the sight of the 

Lord our God.”  They abandoned the Lord and his Temple; they turned their backs on him.  They 

also shut the doors to the Temple‟s foyer, and they snuffed out the lamps. 

When I read this my first thought was of great sadness if our church shut it‟s doors and snuffed 

out our lamps.  I paused a moment to thank God that our ancestors were faithful and all 

throughout our nation and its communities we still have many places to freely worship Christ.  

May we remain strong and faithful and be guided by the Holy Spirit to grow and abound in faith 

and in numbers throughout all churches.

The Pharisees challenged him, “Here you are, appearing as your own witness; your testimony is 

not valid.” 

 

Jesus answered, “Even if I testify on my own behalf, my testimony is valid, for I know where I 

came from and where I am going. You judge by human standards.  I stand with the Father who 

sent me.  In your Law it is written that the testimony of two men is valid.  I am one who testifies 

for myself; my other witness is the Father, who sent me.” 

 

Then they asked him, “Where is your Father?”   

“You do not know me or my Father,” Jesus replied.  “If you knew me, you would know my 

Father also.” 

 

The Pharisees in this story, with their self-elevated position and their attitude of superiority, felt 

very justified in judging the ways, the behaviors and in this case the claims of others.  
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Specifically, these lawyers were contesting the validity of Jesus‟ testimony to be the light of the 

world.   

 

But Jesus will not accept this indictment!  His relationship is with God the Father.  So, using the 

very logic of the law that the Pharisees embrace, he claims the Father as his witness and thereby 

validates his testimony. 

 

Yet, the Pharisees still don‟t get it and won‟t give up.  They demand to see Jesus‟ witness when 

they ask him, “Where is your Father?”  They don‟t see his father, so they act as if they don‟t see 

Jesus‟ witness.  Obviously, they give no credence to Jesus‟ divinity, or to his claim to messiah 

ship (reported by St. John in the previous Chapter 7), or most importantly to Jesus‟ relationship 

to his heavenly Father (reported in John, Chapter 6).   

 

Jesus exposes the basis of the Pharisees judgment to be „human standards‟, and until they both 

understand and accept the paradigm loving relationship of Jesus and his Father, they will be 

stuck in their misunderstanding and disbelief.   

 

This new relationship of the human Jesus to his heavenly Father is just as important for us to 

understand as it was for the Pharisees.  This understanding is the basis for our own new 

relationship with the Father.  Jesus became a human, walked this earth and was indeed 

submissive to all of the evils and problems of the world.  He did this for our sakes and as our 

model.  And with his atoning death on the cross, he earned the full forgiveness of our sins -- 

forgiveness that again restores our relationship to the Father.  May the Holy Spirit bless us all 

this Lent with a new awareness and realization of the God relationship that we can receive 

through the atoning grace gift of Jesus.

When I first read these verses, I thought, “What have I gotten myself into?!” In these verses, 

Jesus responds in indirect ways, and like the people who asked the questions, I found myself 

confused and not at all certain my questions had been answered. So I pondered and I prayed. 

 

Finally, after much reflection, I decided that for me these verses are about uncertainty. We want 

answers that are clear, unambiguous, and without contradiction. If we can‟t know for certain, we 

stick with the crowd. We are afraid to stand out. 

 

It‟s interesting that while we want to be followers of a clear path, we question the credentials of 

anyone who seeks to lead. As a result, we huddle tightly in suspicion and anxiety. 

What‟s the answer? Well, Jesus responds, “He who believes in Me, believes not in Me but in 

Him who sent Me.” In modern idiom maybe that would translate, “It‟s not about Me, it‟s about 

the message.” Instead of focusing on our doubts about the messenger, maybe we need to open 

our hearts to the message. 

 

Many years ago, when I was an intern in psychology, one of my patients was a chronic 

schizophrenic. Because he was a long term patient, he was usually assigned to interns and as a 

result he had a long series of previous therapists. This means he was forced to withstand many 

“break-ups” which are painful for all of us, but can be devastating for anyone in a fragile mental 

state. I apologized in my first session with him for the fact that I would also only be working 

with him for one year, and I lamented that he had to go through that painful process yet again. 

He responded that it wasn‟t so bad because he was exposed to many ideas and many people. He 

said he took what was good from each of them and discarded the bad. I asked him how he knew 

which was which. He said the good ideas were things that felt right to him; things that he might 

even have thought of himself, but they seemed acceptable when someone else said them. I 

suggested to him that it sounded like he knew what was best for him but he needed help 

expressing it. My purpose became to support him in his efforts to explore his thoughts and 

emotions and to promote self-acceptance. 

 

That day my patient felt valued and important. He recognized the good in himself that he 

previously attributed to others. I, in turn, learned more from that exchange with a psychotic man 

than I ever could in years of book study. I try to recognize the strength and individual light that is 

carried in each person. 

 

Maybe that‟s one of the lessons in these verses. The importance is the message itself. It may not 

be acclaimed by the populace; the messenger may have clear faults; we may not have all the 

answers, but we can find the light around us.

There were many days for the people in the Babylonian captivity that brought tears as they 

remembered what they had. They were tormented by their captors to “sing one of the songs of 

Zion”. It was difficult for them to think about singing the Lord‟s song in a foreign land.  

Do we not have songs that evoke memories that can bring us to tears? Sometimes we can find it 

difficult to even sing them. It may be a time just to listen and be in the moment, the memory. 

Listen to the words. Read the words. Allow the song to be a healing instrument. 
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Music evokes many emotions. At one point in history, it stirred people to a revolution. The 

tormentors in the captivity were trying to use music as a tool to shame and humble the 

downtrodden. Music had been very important in worshiping God. Now it was being used against 

them. 

It took time 

for the people crying at the rivers of Babylon to be able to sing again. One of the purposes of the 

African American Spiritual was to remind people that there was hope in the midst of slavery.

Christ. As I am reading scripture, if I have heard or sung the text, the melody comes to mind. It is 

also a good way to memorize scripture. Hymns and spiritual songs are meant to point us to God 

in Jesus Christ. 

In this Holy Week, read the text, allow the music to take you closer to the throne. Listen to the 

music from the balcony as it has been chosen to highlight the day and the appointed texts. Let 

music be an expression of your faith. 

Merciful God, there are times we want to just cry when we feel hurt and lonely. You have given 

us the gift of music to soothe and heal, to praise and worship you. As we go through this Holy 

Week, may your Holy Spirit guide us to use music as a tool to draw closer to you and each other.

Psalm 22 (certain excerpts) 

 

[1] My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? 

[2] I cry out by day, but you do not answer. 

[7] All who see me mock me; they hurl insults, shaking their heads: 

[8] “He trusts in the lord; let the Lord rescue him. 

 

Matthew 27.38, & Mark 15.35: “Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani”, i.e., “My God, My God, why 

have you forsaken me?” 

 

If the Passover meal that Jesus had with his disciples began at 6:00PM on Maundy Thursday 

evening, then Jesus‟ anguish in Gethsemane could be timed at about 9:00 PM.  From this point to 

Jesus death the next afternoon would be about 18 hours, 1080 minutes of extreme stress, of 

extreme agony!  And the terrible time on the cross itself: 3 hours, 180 minutes, a human 

„eternity‟! 

 

Many of those who have studied Jesus from Gethsemane to the Cross have marveled at the few 

times that he had anything to say to any of the people around him during those 18 hours.  By my 

count, the four evangelists report Jesus words only 22 times in the 15 hours from Gethsemane to 

the cross.  And during the three hours on the cross, they report 7 responses by Jesus‟ including 

our subject declaration. 

 

Have you ever wondered what was going on in Jesus‟ human mind during those awful 

wrenching hours of his passion?  He was silent with his words, but we humans know that he was 

not silent in his mind!  After prayer in the Garden, Jesus became energized and declared: „OK, 

not what I want, but what you want will be OK with me!: Mt. 26.42.  But then as the hours 

slowly slipped by, he began to have human doubts.  The four gospel evangelists, report some 

thoughts that are quite parallel to the lamentations of the writer of Psalm 22.  The soldiers and 

officers of the Sanhedrin arrested Jesus, and beat him.  The Priests indicted him. Peter betrayed 

him, and finally cowardly Pilate judged and sentenced him.  Where was his heavenly Father in 

all this? As the Psalmist said: I cry out but you don‟t answer! (you don‟t seem to care!)   

 

Then, while hanging on the cross, during those times when his mind could clear a bit and 

override the extreme pain of his muscle spasms, and the nails in his hands and feet, did he 

wonder again where his Father was? We know that he did, because both St. Matthew and St. 

Mark report Jesus‟ cry: “Eloi, Eloi ……….!!!” 

 

But it didn‟t end here!  An injection of love from God himself prompted Jesus our human brother 

to cry out in his wonderful declaration of faith: “Father, into your hands I commit my spirit” Lk 
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24.46.  Jesus turns over to God 100% of his humanness; he declares himself to be 100% 

dependant on God. And we can make the same declaration from our heart each time we pray:

April 11- Holy Saturday – Lamentations 3: 1-9, 19-24 

 

Ah, Lamentations, the book of the Bible that should come with a prescription for Prozac. This 

mercifully short Old Testament reading is truly Jeremiah‟s Dark Night of the Soul. When we 

move beyond the acrostic poem, which you won‟t find unless you read the book in Hebrew, this 

is the sad song of the destruction of Jerusalem. But, the good news is that even in the midst of his 

sorrow the Prophet‟s hope is strengthened with the assurance that God has been faithful and 

remains faithful. He sees both God‟s judgment and his steadfast love.  

 

At time the passage reminds me of the adolescent lament that they are being punished for too 

long and unjustly by a cruel parent who does not love them. Their reasoning is that if the parent 

loved them they would not mete out punishment for not following the rules. But, Israel, like the 

adolescent must learn that God means what he says and ignoring the direction and loving reproof 

has consequences. 

 

But, there is good news! The last three verses of this section show the love and mercy which God 

has for his people, even in their captivity by the Babylonians. Although Israel disregarded the 

Prophet and the messages he brought from God; Israel must remember that it was Israel that 

abandoned God, not God who walked away from Israel. So in our confused and troubled lives 

we must remember that God has not abandoned us- he remains faithful to his creation.

April 12- Resurrection of our Lord – Mark 16: 1-8 
 

 
 

When is an ending not an end? When a dead man rises from the tomb, and when a Gospel ends 

in the middle of a sentence. That is how Mark‟s gospel ends, practically in the middle of the 

sentence.  

 

Three grieving women come to the grave to complete the cleaning of the body for its burial; they 

come to do what you do next when someone has died. At the tomb, they meet a young man in a 

robe of white who tells them that their friend has risen from the dead and is going ahead of them 

to Galilee, back where they all came from. And they are terrified and they run off. That‟s it…. 

TA DAH!!! Mark‟s gospel is the only one of the Gospels that does not end with comforting 

stories of the resurrected Jesus' appearance in the disciples‟ midst. 
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This Gospel has a beginning but what it seems to need is an end. A definite conclusion. A so-

what. A where to next. 

But maybe that‟s the whole point. Maybe this story has no end, at least not yet because it is 

Mark‟s way of saying: "This story isn‟t over because now it‟s your story and mine." This is 

something like one of those plays where the audience gets to vote on how the play ends after a 

break in the action. Only in this case, it‟s the audience that gets to live the end. 

The story of Mark‟s Gospel doesn‟t have an end because it isn‟t over. Christ has died, Christ is 

risen, Christ will come again! A good man was put to death, but the power of God is at work 

now inviting men and women, children and young people, you and me, into new and transformed 

lives. 

How will we live into our new and transformed lives this Easter? How will the experience of the 

Risen Christ change how we live? 

Mark‟s story of Jesus has a beginning, but it doesn‟t have an end. It just keeps going and going, 

from one life to another, touching and transforming us one by one. The risen Christ was not at 

the tomb but going ahead of his friends. And that‟s where we see him today: out ahead of us. 

Where charity and love prevail over injustice and violence; where compassion and hope replace 

cynicism and despair; where peace and love take root in lives that are empty and lost; where 

human beings know joy and justice, dignity and delight: there is the risen Christ, calling to us. 

When is an ending not an end? When the end is just the beginning of a story about eternal and 

abundant life. Amen.
