reflection and prayer.  I en-

courage us to take these 40 

days of Lent and use from for 

deep prayer.  Let us use these 

40 days to ñwait in prayerò.   

Just like God was preparing 

the soil for Bengala School 

and for the new LCR recovery 

ministry, God is preparing us 

for a renewed vision for the 

future.  However, we cannot 

hear it or see it unless we ñget 

quietò and listen. 

 

As a reminder of this 40 day 

call to prayer, you will find a 

display of small river rocks in 

the narthex.  Please take one home 

with you and somewhere that you 

will see it each day.  Let it serve as 

a reminder and call to prayer.

Waiting in Prayer :  Using Lent as a lesson in prayer 

When I first visited 

Tanzania in 2001, I was 

impressed by a visit to 

the Bengala Lutheran 

Secondary School.  It 

was a residential school 

on the top of a winding 

mountain road.  The 

school was in the proc-

ess of building addi-

tional dormitories in 

order to register more 

students.  As we toured 

the grounds, we learned 

the story behind the ori-

gins of the school.  The 

bishop-emeritus has the 

idea to build the school 

on this site, but in order to 

test that the idea came from 

the Holy Spirit, he asked the 

people of his diocese to pray 

about the project for one full 

year.   During that year of 

prayer, people would walk up 

to the site and pray there.  As 

they prayed, they brought a 

prayer rock and left it at the 

site.  At the end of one year, 

they had enough rocks to be-

gin the first building of the 

school campus. 

 

This approach seems foreign 

to us, doesn't it?  In our cul-

ture, praying on something 

for a year without doing any-

thing seems like a waste of 

time.  We are used to 

ñmaking things happenò.  

And perhaps that's the point.  

We are used to relying on ourselves 

to make things happen rather than 

looking to God for answers. 

 

About four years ago, God put it on 

my heart to explore the possibilities 

of a recovery ministry of some kind.  

I made small efforts over those years 

to gather people, but it did not seem 

to go anywhere.  So I stopped trying 

so hard and started praying.  Within 

the last two months through a series 

of Holy Spirit connections, two lead-

ers have emerged who have the pas-

sion and energy to begin this new 

ministry. 

It seems that through prayer God 

was preparing the soil, and now it is 

time for the growth to happen. 

 

This Lenten season seems like an 

ideal time for ñpreparing the soilò of 

our life together at LCR.  Lent is tra-
